These tools
are used consistently across all areas of our curriculum
and support our pupils tremendously in their learning
and personal growth.

The concept of ‘Being your Best Self’ is also at the heart
of our approach to learning at the Meon Way Federation.
Pupils are encouraged to strive to be and achieve their
best and are given multiple opportunities to reflect on
their learning and work on their personal development.
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
