I am thrilled to share that following Meon Infant School’s Ofsted inspection on 8 and 9 July 2025, the school has been officially graded as Good in every area.  
This achievement marks a significant milestone in our journey. In our last inspection in November 2022, the school was graded as Requires Improvement.  
Since then, the dedication of our staff, leadership team, governors, the support of our families, and - most importantly - the efforts of our pupils have transformed our school into a place where excellence is now the standard. 
Ofsted inspectors recognised this positive change, highlighting the "passion for education and the community" that drives our leadership, and the way we "continually develop our staff" with support from Thinking Schools Academy Trust.  
We are committed to building strong, supportive relationships, which Ofsted also recognised. They noted that we have “warm, positive interactions between pupils and staff” that “foster a sense of belonging and trust.”  
We are especially proud that the report confirms our high expectations, especially in reading. Inspectors acknowledged that reading is a priority at Meon Infant School, noting our ambition to ensure “every child is a reader” by the end of Year 2. 
Other highlights from the report include: 
· Pupils are encouraged to "be your best self" from the moment they arrive, one of our key values as a school and wider academy trust.  
· Teachers deliver lessons with clarity and purpose. 
· There is a “strong, growing sense of community.” 
· The school works in partnership with families to overcome barriers and celebrate positive attendance. 
The only area for further development is refining how we check learning in a few subjects – something we are already working on. This brilliant outcome reflects the dedication of our staff, the enthusiasm of our pupils, and the amazing support of you, our families. Thank you for being such an important part of our school’s success.   
We are proud of how far we have come at Meon Infant School, and even more excited about what lies ahead.
