Ask your child to think about
what makes them special. What makes them different to other people? Using an old shoe box, make a 'Special
About Me' box. Your child could draw pictures or collect items from around the house that show their
personality.

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In English next half term, we are going to be focusing on a brilliant mixed up fairy tale called 'The Three
Little Wolves and the Big Bad Pig'. The children will be creating a Wanted Poster to track down the Big Bad
Pig. Halfway through the term we will then use the traditional fairy tale ‘The Three Billy Goats Gruff' to
create our own mixed-up tale.

Alongside writing for a purpose, the children will be learning new spelling rules, using punctuation for effect
and practice writing sentences that are grammatically correct.
